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DAY ONE - Costa Rica Homestay

Students normally share with one other group member of the same general language ability.
Rancho de Español serves as the meeting point and social center for all activities. The park-like grounds feature a swimming pool, volleyball, and soccer.

DAY THREE - Arenal Hot Springs 
A delightful drive through the highlands leads to Arenal, Costa Rica's most active volcano. Visit Sarchi on the way. Lunch is included today. Visit a hot springs recreational area. Swim in one of nature's therapeutic pools, stroll the botanical gardens, and witness the spectacular fiery display from an observation point at sunset.

DAY FOUR – Café Britt/Moravia Shopping 
Enjoy panoramic views of San Jose on your way to Café Britt. Experience firsthand the incredible process that transforms a red coffee cherry into a perfect cup of coffee – all the while being entertained with tales of tradition, song, and costumes. After lunch, search for your favorite souvenir in the popular shops of Moravia. End the day at El Rancho for a group activity.
DAY FIVE– River Cruise & Rainforest

Drive through exuberant Braulio Carrillo National Park on your way to the Sarapiqui River for a cruise through the magnificent rainforest. Witness tropical birds, monkeys, sloths, lizards and caiman. Explore the Tirimbina Rainforest Reserve's canopy walk en route to a demonstration and tasting of Costa Rican Chocolate in the middle of the rain forest.  
DAY SIX - Hacienda Pozo Azul Zip-lining & Rafting

This popular OPTION is included! Hacienda Pozo Azul has a 400 acre, protected forest where 12 cables and 14 platforms have been installed. This canopy ride is currently the only one that has double cable in each zip line. Railing surrounds each platform. The tour ends with a spectacular 330 ft. line that crosses the Sarapiqui River Canyon, landing right by the reception building. Lunch included. Later, raft the Sarapiqui River. The river run takes you on a series of non-stop exploding waves that will keep you on the go. Recommended for beginners seeking the thrill of white water rafting (Class III). Tonight, Rancho hosts your farewell fiesta.

DAY SEVEN - Manuel Antonio/San Jose 
Full-day excursion to Manuel Antonio, generally considered the most beautiful of the country's national parks. Guided tour through some of the forest trails. Then, swim and relax on the white-sand beaches before returning to San Jose and your final night in Costa Rica
DAY EIGHT- Transfer to airport and return.
